Important: Read the required equipment list below.

Please note that wherever possible Working patrols are preferable to "Adhoc" patrols. If you have more scouts wishing to take part than a full team of six, please include numbers so we can arrange for these persons to link up and make other teams. Please note that there should be 1 "patrol leader" per team appointed prior to arriving. This patrol leader will be required to sign in at the arrival point.  Also it is important to note that event is run FRIDAY NIGHT so the youth have the full benefit of the weekend to recover before school on Monday. There is parking available, but we would prefer if participants were dropped off on Friday, and picked up on Saturday. I would like to keep the number of vehicles on site to a minimum. Teams should arrive self contained, and in time to set up their tents. This event runs regardless of the weather. Please make sure that your youth are adequately equipped. Part of this challenge is through the bush, and can be very wet and muddy. Waterproof footwear is recommended. Adult leaders are requested to run the various event bases. The youth are required to navigate the challenge themselves, without the assistance of leaders. Leaders from all sections are invited, as are group committee persons who might like to take part in this event.  Adult leaders helping on the course are asked to bring a tarp, a flashlight and a clipboard. There will be coffee available at the main base, but you might want to bring yourself a snack as you will be at your base for approximately 5 hours. Teams will need stout footwear, rain gear, flashlight and batteries, compass (2), matches and a pocketknife. Members should also bring along some water. Please remember that the scouts should have their permits for matches and knives.

Groups are responsible for providing Physical Fitness forms for all members in attendance of this event. Please ensure that they are given to the Event co-ordinators before the event starts. They will be returned to you before you leave the event.
